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Dear Colleagues,

Energy is a basic good necessary for the proper functioning of the economy and human life. In addition, we have
recently observed high volatility in the energy market, caused by both political factors and the crisis related to the
COVID-19 pandemic. Energy prices in the EU countries have increased drastically. This situation is largely due to
the dependence of EU countries on supplies of energy resources from other countries. Only a few EU countries are
self-sufficient. Most have to import oil, gas and other energy resources. Therefore, there are disproportions between
energy production in a given EU country and its consumption. Of course, the EU pursues an energy policy and sets
important goals from the point of view of climate conservation. However, there are many doubts as to the scope and
pace of introducing individual solutions. The differences between individual countries in terms of socio-economic
development should be taken into account. As a result, the goals of the energy policy can be successfully
implemented with varying degrees of success. The disproportions between energy production and consumption in
individual EU countries require examination. An important goal is to diagnose them and show the directions of
changes. Certainly, the future of energy in the EU will be the use of renewable energy sources to a greater extent,
which provide clean energy. There is a need to gradually move away from traditional fossil fuels. An important
goal is also to reduce greenhouse gas emissions that threaten the natural environment. Comparisons within
individual countries or the entire EU may relate to both macroeconomic and microeconomic aspects. It is important
to define how EU countries are coping with their energy economy, how they have undergone or are going through
the energy transition, and in which direction they are going. Comparisons may concern aspects of the use of energy
sources, energy security, socio-economic aspects of energy, the impact of energy consumption on the environment,

and modern solutions in the energy sector.
